TRFEE /T This course mainly focuses on contemporary African fictions. It addresses the recent turn to the notion of the post-
national as a way of conceptualizing African literature in relation to world literature systems. It questions the troupes that
defines African literature in the past decades and seeks for new ways of engaging with contemporary African writing. We
rethink approaches such as nationalism, realism, feminism, literature and space through emerging writers such as Chris Abani,
Chimamanda Adichie, Noviolet Bulawayo and so on. In the last session, in addressing the “Afropolitanism” as an ideology-
eschewing ideology, the course intervenes in debates concerning the weight of African history in relation to Africa’s ability to
define itself anew in the age of globalization. It is useful to understand that this course is a blend of graduate reading course
and graduate seminar course. In terms of a readings course, it is meant to introduce students to subjects that they likely have

had minimal exposure to in order to provide basic coverage of the subject area of African literary studies. In terms of a seminar




course, it is focused on a particular subject within the field and the format of the course is limited enrollment and discussion-

based.
