The Berger family entrusted the US-China Education Trust (USCET) to donate to the
Peking University Education Foundation (U.S.), and sponsored Samuel R. "Sandy"
Berger Memorial Fellowship of the School of International Studies at Peking University.
This fellowship scholarship program was set up at Peking University and founded to
celebrate the life and legacy of the honorable national activist Mr. Samuel R. "Sandy"
Berger, who served as the 18™ U.S. National Security Advisor (to President Bill Clinton).
This fellowship program aims to support and commend outstanding youth from China
who have been striving to promote China-U.S. friendship.

The Samuel R. “Sandy” Berger Memorial Fellowship provides each awardee $1,500
(USD) per academic year. In 2020, USCET and the School of International Studies (PKU)
hosted the virtual awards ceremony for the first cohort of fellows (a total of 4
awardees) receiving the Fellowship. Maximum of two students will be selected to
receive the fellowship every year.
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Eligibility and Requirements

* The Berger Fellowship is eligible to Chinese nationals only.



e Full-time students at the School of International Studies, Peking University who
major (or research) in international relations or American studies are welcome to
apply. (Including undergraduate, postgraduate students, and doctoral candidates).

e Fellowship awardees may use the funds for:
i) Conducting field research
ii) Completing the dissertation
iii) Participating in conferences (i.e. conference travel allowance)
e If the application is successful, each awardee must submit one research proposal
within one year. The topic of the paper is of one’s own choice, as long as it is in

field of international relations, including but not limited to the topic of the China-
U.S. relations, American Studies, or American culture and society.

e Awardees will have the opportunity to present their dissertation or research paper
at the annual conference “Annual American Studies Network,” sponsored by the
U.S.-China Education Trust (USCET).
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Application Procedure
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¢ Applicants must complete the application form in both Chinese and English.
e Applicants are required to write a short essay in English (of no more than 500
words), addressing the following areas:
i) Interests of study
ii) The purpose of applying for the scholarship
iii) The probable impact on one’s academic journey
e Applicants must send both application forms (e-version in both Chinese and

English) and the short essay to igcu@pku.edu.cn before the 15th of July, 2022, by
17:00. Applications received after the deadline will not be considered.
