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The Shift of the Liberals:
A Study on Why the Gladstone Government Sent Troops to Egypt
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Abstract

In August 1882, the British Liberal government with Gladstone as the prime minister finally
suppressed the Egyptian national movement led by Urabi by sending troops alone. Previous studies
have mostly explained the reasons for the British government's dispatch of troops from the
perspective of strategic planning and economic interests, but they have ignored the uniqueness of
Gladstone's cabinet as one of distinctive liberalist character. This essay focuses on the liberals in
the cabinet who were once opposed to foreign intervention and the use of force, and explains why
the British sent troops to Egypt by answering how the liberals shifted their stands. It argues that
external pressures such as Anglo-French relations, British interest groups in Egypt as well as the
pro-war information, and the liberal’s internal shift by reinterpreting liberalist principles jointly
contributed to their transformation from rejection of using force to concession, and lastly to active
defense of forceful intervention. Since the liberals were the major opponents of sending troops to
Egypt, their shift corresponded to the revision of British policy from non-intervention, to verbal
warning, to deterrence by force, and finally to launching a war. Studying the British-Egyptian war
in 1882 from the perspective of the liberals in the cabinet, can not only deepen our understanding
of the British foreign policy-making process, but also help to reflect on the complex relationship

between liberalism and imperialism.
